Failure to File the 1999 Mid Year and Year End Reports and Failure to Timely File 
the 2000 April Quarterly Report 

The Oakland Democratic Campaign Committee ("the committee") has failed to 
timely file the 1999 Mid Year (1/01/99 - 6/30/99), 1999 Year End (7/01/99 - 12/31/99) and 
2000 April Quarterly (l/Ol/OO - 3/3 1/00) Reports of Receipts and Disbursements. 

On December 30,1998 and June 25, 1999, Prior Notices were sent to the Committee 
informing it that the 1999 Mid Year Report was due on July 3 1, 1999 (Attachments 2 & 3). 
A Non-Filer Notice was sent to the Committee via mailgram on August 25, 1999 
(Attachment 4). 
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. On September 2 1, 1999, Mr. Jerry Bixby, Treasurer, returned a phone call placed by 
the Reports Analysis Division (“RAD”) analyst. Mr. Bixby stated that he was working on 
the 1999 Mid Year Report. The RAD analyst advised Mr. Bixby to file the report as soon 
as possible (Attachment 5). 

On November 15, 1999, Mr. Bixby returned a phone call placed by the RAD 
analyst. Mr. Bixby stated that the Committee’s mailing address had changed, but that he 
was unable to provide the new address.’ Mr. Bixby also said that he was having difficulty 
obtaining sufficient support from the Committee. The RAD analyst reminded Mr. Bixby 
that the 1999 Mid Year Report had not been filed (Attachment 6). 

On December 30,1998 and December 29, 1999, Prior Notices were sent to the 
Committee informing it that the 1999 Year End Report was due on January 31, 2000 
(Attachments 2 & 7). A Non-Filer Notice was sent to the Committee via mailgram on 
March 2 1, 20002 (Attachment 8). 

On December 30, 1998 and March 22, 2000, Prior Notices were sent to the 
Committee informing it that the 2000 April Quarterly Report was due on April 15, 2000 
(Attachments 2 & 9). 

On March 23,2000 and March 24,2000, the RAD analyst attempted to contact Mr. 
Bixby. The RAD analyst left messages on Mr. Bixby’s voicemail requesting that he return 
the phone calls. 

On April 24, 2000, the RAD analyst called Ms. Wanda Reager, the Committee’s 
office manager, and informed her that the Committee’s 1999 Mid Year and 1999 Year End 
Reports had not been filed. Ms. Reager stated that Committee personnel were preparing 
the 1999 Mid Year, 1999 Year End and 2000 April Quarterly Reports (Attachment 10). 

A Non-Filer Notice referencing the 2000 April Quarterly Report was sent to the 
Committee via mailgram on May 10,2000 (Attachment 11). 

The Committee filed the 2000 April Quarterly Report on June 2 1,2000 (Attachment 
12). 

The Cornhittee’s 1998 Year End Report received September 20, 1999 had indicated a change of address to P.O. Box 
423, Troy, MI 48099; however, it does not appear that this address was updated in the Commission’s database. 

The Non-Filer Notice was sent to 3260 Coolidge Hwy Ste 1, Berkely, MI 48072, the Committee’s address prior to 
the filing of its 1998 Year End Report received September 20, 1999. Commission records indicate, however, that the 
mailgram was not returned. 
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On July 10,2000, the RAD analyst telephoned Ms. Wanda Reager and informed her 
that the Commission had not received the Committee's 1999 Mid Year and 1999 Year End 
Reports. Ms. Reager said that the Committee had just received a password and would soon 
be filing the reports electronically (Attachment 13). 

As of this date, the 1999 Mid Year and 1999 Year End Reports have not been filed.
