. I  Respondent Campaign for Working Families Political Action Committee (“CWF”) 

respectfully submits this response to the complaint filed by Public Citizen in the above-captioned 
matter under review (“MUR”), filed on April 22,2004. 

The complaint alleges that CWF violated the Federal Election Campaign Act of 197 1 
(“FECA”) by failing to comply with reporting requirements for earmarked contributions in 
violation of 2 U.S.C. 0 441a(a)(8) and 11 C.F.R. 110.6(~)(1). The complaint firher alleges that 
CWF knowingly permitted or assisted Quentin Nesbitt in making a contribution in CWF’s name 
in violation of the prohibitions found in 2 U.S.C. 0 441f and 11 C.F.R. 1.10.4(b)(ii) and (iii). 

CWF categorically denies acting as a conduit or intermediary for Quentin Nesbitt’s 
contributions to the campaign of congressional candidate Geoffrey Davis. Unlike certain other 
respondents, CWF is an established, well-known multicandidate political committee, with 
receipts of $1,519,454.81 during 2001-02, and receipts of $846,078.35 during 2003 through 
April 30,2004. Attachment A (Reports of Receipts and Disbursements, Campaign for 
Working Families, May 20,2004, February 9,2004, January 30,2003, and January 3 1,2002. 

The circumstances, as set forth below, demonstrate that CWF’s decision to contribute to* 
the Davis campaign was made independently of Mr. Nesbitt. CWF has long been active in 
Kentucky’s Fourth Congressional District, had supported Mr. Davis’ prior campaign for 
Congress, and would have supported Mr. Davis regardless of Mi. Nesbitt’s decision to contribute 
to CWF. Moreover, Mr. Nesbitt’s 2003 contributions to CWF were not tied to or conditioned 
upon CWF’s support of Mr. Davis, but were typical of his history of supporting CWF and other 
.entities associated with CWF Chairman Gary Bauer. 
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C W ’ s  Relationship with Quentin Nesbitt 

For many years, Quentin Nesbitt has supported CWF and many of the entities with which 
CWF Chairman Gary Bauer has been associated. For .example, on March 30, 1999, ’Mr. Nesbitt 
contributed $1,000 to Mr. Bauer’s presidential campaign. .See Attachment B (Report of Receipts 
and Disbursements, Bauer for President 2000 Exploratory Committee, April 15,1999). Mr. 
Nesbitt made contributions to CWF in the amount of $1,000 on September 6,2000 and $1,000 
on -December 18,2000. See Attachment C (Report of Receipts and Disbursements, Campaign 
for Working Families, October 20,2000) and Attachment -D (Report of Receipts and 
Disbursements, Campaign for Working Families, January 3 1,2001). On February 12,2002, Mr. 
Nesbitt contributed the maximurn $5,000 to CWF. 
Disbursements, Campaign for Working Families, March 20,2002).

Mr. Nesbitt’s contribution of $2,000 on April 28,2003 and #his contribution of $3,000 on 
Jwie 10,2003 are consistent with his history.of supporting CWF. 

CWF’s Relationship to Kentucky’s Fourth Congressional District 
8 \ 

In recent years, Kentucky’s Fourth Congressional District has been an important 
battleground district. When then-Representative Jim Bunning left this seat in 1998 -- a seat he 
had held for twelve years -- to run for the United States Senate, both political parties saw ,this - 

newly open seat as a political opportunity. CWF likewise saw an area in which its efforts could 
have a significant impact. In fact, the Capitol Hill newspaper Roll Call recently noted: “The I, 

northern Kentucky 4th District is one of the most Republican districts currently held by a 
Democrat in Congress.” Chris Cillizza, Lucas to Retire; George Cloonev’s Father to Seek 
Democratic Nod, Roll Call, Nov. 24,2003. 

In the 1998 election cycle, CWF endorsed State Senator Gex “Jay” Williams in both the 
primary and general elections. CWF contributed $2,000 to Mr. Williams’ primary campaign and 
the lmaximum $5,000 to his general election campaign. Mr. Williams narrowly lost the 1998 
election. In 2000, CWF did not endorse any candidate, because no credible challenger to the 
incumbent emerged. In 2002, CWF endorsed and contributed to the campaign of Geoffrey 
Davis, as explained more filly below. 

In addition to .these political reasons for CWF’s interest and involvement in this district, 
CWF .Chairman Bauer has numerous personal ties to this district. This district includes the town 
in which Chairman Bauer was born and raised, and many of his fiends and relatives continue to 

.. live in this district. See Attachment F (Declaration of Gary L. Bauer). Mr. Bauer’s mother lived 
in the district until 2001. See id. Such personal ties have been important factors considered by 
the FEC in the past. ,See FEC, General Counsel’s Report #2, MUR 5 199 (January 2,2002) 
(noting that an explanation for a questioned contribution was “made more credible by [the 
contributor’s] hometown connection.. .which could be viewed as giving [the contributor] a 
personal interest in supporting [the candidate] .”). 
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CWF’s Relationship with Geoffiey Davis 

The June 19,2003 contribution from CWF to the Davis campaign cited in the complaint 
.is not the first occasion on which CWF supported Mr. Davis. ’Mr. Davis was the Republican 
candidate in Kentucky’s Fourth Congressional District in 2002, and at Chairman Bauer’s 
direction, CWF made the maximum $5,000 contribution to his general election campaign on 
October 8,2002. See Attachment G (Report of Receipts and Disbursements, Campaign for 
Worbng Families, October 24,2002). 

The.decision to suppoi the Davis campaign in the 2002 election cycle was motivated by 
several factors. First, as described above, CWF Chairman Bauer has extensive personal ties to .; 
that particular congressional district. Second, Mr. Davis had been waging a competitive 
campaign against the incumbent Member of Congress. Third, Mr. Davis had taken positions .s 

consistent with .those supported by‘CWF; in 2002, Mr. Davis completed a candidate 
questionnaire, which CWF requires each of its endorsed candidates -to complete. Davis scored. 
95 percent, meaning that he agreed with CWF on 95 percent of the key issues of interest to CWF 
and its members. See Attachment H (Davis Candidate Questionnaire). 

The 2003 Contribution fiom CWF to the Davis Campaign 

On June 19,2003, CWF made the maximum $5,000 contribution to the Davis primary 
campaign. Chairman Bauer, who alone has the authority to approve CWF’s contributions, 
indicated that CWF’s support of Mr. Davis in the 2003-04 election cycle was a certainty, given: 
his views on issues important to CWF members and the competitive campaign he had waged in 
the’ 2002 election cycle -- Mr. ‘Davis lost by fewer than 7,500 votes in that election. See 
Attachment ,F (Declaration of Gary L. ’Bauer). 

9 In early May 2003, ,Mr. Nesbitt contacted Chairman Bauer to encourage CWF to support 
the Davis campaign. At Chairman Bauer’s request, CWF Political Director Bill Moeller 1 

followed up-with Mr. Nesbitt to discuss potential steps CWF and Chairman Bauer personally - 
could take to support Mr. Davis. Mr. Moeller and Mr. Nesbitt discussed efforts to unite local 
conservative leaders behind Mr. Davis, possibly by having Chairman Bauer host a meeting in 
Kentucky with these leaders. Also discussed was the possibility that CWF could make an early 
contribution to Mr. Davis in an effort to discourage potential primary challengers. At no time 
did Mr. Nesbitt ask Mr. Moeller to take a contribution from him and direct it to the Davis 
campaign. See Attachment I (Declaration of Bill Moeller): 

: Within one or two days following his conversation with Mr. Nesbitt, Mr. Moeller spoke 
with Chairman Bauer about Mr. Nesbitt’s request. Chairman Bauer authorized CWF to make the 
maximum $5,000 contribution to the Davis campaign. 

According to both Chairman Bauer and Political Director Moeller, the decision to 
contribute to the Davis campaign was made independently of Mr. Nesbitt and was not the result 
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of nor conditioned upon Mr. Nesbitt’s contributions to CWF. Both the chairman and the 
,political director are familiar with the federal election law prohibitions on earmarking and deny 
acting in violation of those prohibitions. See Attachment F (Declaration of Gary L. Bauer) and 
Attachment I (Declaration of Bill Moeller). 

,In addition, Mr. Nesbitt’s contribution checks include no indication that his contributions 
It0 CWF were intended for the Davis campaign; on the contrary, the second contribution check 
includes a notation indicating his intent to “max out” his’potential contributions to CWF. See 
Attachment J (check notation: “Bal of 03 PAC Limit”). ,Compare FEC, First General Counsel’s 
.Report, MUR 5125 (December 20,2002) (noting that ‘‘[tlhe documentary evidence also does not 
support complainant’s assertions. A copy of the contribution check provided by respondents 
showed no apparent designation to a particular candidate or committee”) with FEC, Conciliation 
Agreement, MURs 483 1 and 5274.tOctober 8,2003) (relying on the fact that many contribution 
checks included notations directing the f h d s  to a particular campaign).

The Circumstantial Case Alleged in the Complaint is Especially Weak with Respect to CWF I 

One of the key pieces of evidence on which the complaint relies is the timing of the 
contributions fkom Mr. Nesbitt ,and fiom CWF. The complaint makes much of the fact that four 
of Mr. Nesbitt’s seven contributions to the various committees were made on the same day 
(September 23,2003)nand were subsequently routed to the Davis campaign on the same day 
(September 30,2003). In CWF’s case, ‘however, Mr. Nesbitt made two contributions to CWF, 
separated by a period of approximately one and a half months. The contribution fkom CWF.to a 

the Davis campaign came nearly two months after Mr. Nesbitt’s original contribution to.CWF. 
In that two month interim, CWF received and reported approximately ‘57 contributions for a total 
,of $36,210 in addition to Mr. Nesbitt’s. 
Disbursements, Campaign for Working Families, July 25,2003).

- The complaint also relies on the,fact that the “exact amounts” donated by Mr. Nesbitt to 
the various committees were later “transferred” to the Davis campaign. CWF contributed the 
maximum $5,000 to the Davis campaign. Mr. Nesbitt, however, made two separate contributions 
to CWF during 2003: a $2,000 contribution on April 28,2003 and a $3,000 contribution on June 
10,2003. The’fact that both CWF and Mr. Nesbitt ultimately contributed identical total amounts 
is not unusual given that both contributions represent the maximum amounts permitted under 
FECA. See 2 U.S.C. 0 441a(a)(l)(C) and (a)(2)(A). 

The complaint notes that four of the seven committees named in the complaint share the 
same post office box, while three of the committees share the same treasurer. CWF is not one of 
these committees. In fact, CWF Chairman Bauer and Political Director Moeller deny any 
communication between CWF and the other committees named in the complaint with respect to 
either Mr. Nesbitt or the Davis campaign.

Attachment F (Declaration of Gary Bauer) and 
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Unlike at least one of the committees named in the complaint, CWF had more than 
enough-cash on hand to make the June .19,2003 contribution to the Davis campaign regardless of 
Mr. Nesbitt’s contributions. On January 1,2003, CWF reported $401,024.09 cash-on-hand. As 
of June 30,2003, CWF .reported cash-on-hand of $45 1,3 12.49. See Attachment L (Report of 
Receipts and -.Disbursements, Campaign for Working Families, July 25,2003). cf. FEC, First 
General Counsel’s Report, MUR 5019 (Feb. 5,2001) (noting that the committee “appear[ed] to 
have had enough cash on hand to make the contributions.. .before it received [the allegedly 
earmarked finds], thus making it unlikely‘that any of the contributions were passed directly 
on.. . .”).

DECLARATION OF GARY L. BAUER 

1. My name is Gary L. Bauer. I am the founder and chairman of the 

Campaign for Working Families Political Action Committee (“CWF”). CWF is a non-partisan 

political action committee dedicated to electing pro-family, pro-life and pro-free enterprise 

candidates to federal and state offices. Toward that end, CWF raises funds to support or oppose 

candidates through direct contributions and independent expenditures. As chairman, I am 

responsible for deciding which campaigns will receive contributions from CWF. This 

declaration is made upon my personal knowledge and belief. 

2. I have long been deeply involved in elections in Kentucky’s Fourth 

Congressional District. This District is of special importance to me because it includes the town 

in which I was born and raised. My mother continued to reside in that district until 2001, when 

she moved to Virginia to live with my wife, children, and me. A number of my close personal 

friends, family, and political supporters reside in that district to this day. My connections to the 

Fourth District are therefore both personal and political. While I do not follow political 

developments in every Congressional district, I do follow developments in Kentucky’s Fourth 

Congressional District very closely and have done so for many years. In recent years, this has 

been a competitive district in which CWF could have a significant impact.

3. CWF has been active in the campaigns in the Fourth Congressional 

District since it became an open seat in 1998, when then-Representative Jim Bunning ran for the 

United States Senate. Prior to that, Mr. Bunning had held the seat for twelve years. In the 1998 

election cycle, at my direction, CWF supported State Senator Gex “Jay” Williams in the 

Republican primary and general election, contributing $2,000 in the prim* election and the 

maximum $5,000 in the general election. After a bitterly contested Republican primary, Mr. 

Williams lost the general election by six points. In the 2000 election cycle, CWF did not endorse 

a candidate, as no credible candidate emerged to challenge the incumbent.

4. For the 2002 election cycle, CWF supported candidate Geoffrey Davis. 

Mr. Davis was an ideal candidate for CWF’s support. His positions on key issues were in line

. with the positions endorsed by CWF. In 2002, Mr. Davis completed our candidate questionnaire,

scoring 95 percent, which showed that he agreed with CWF on 95 percent of the key issues of 

interest to CWF and its members. The average score for CWF’s endorsed candidates is 

approximately 95.8 percent. Recognizing his stance on the issues and the competitive campaign 

he was waging, at my direction, CWF made the maximum $5,000 contribution to Mr. Davis’s 

general election campaign on October 8,2002. Quentin Nesbitt played no role in my decision to 

have CWF make this contribution to the Davis campaign. In the end, Mr. Davis lost the 2002 

general election by only three points. 

5 .  Given my personal connections with and past political activity in 

Kentucky’s Fourth Congressional District, CWF’s prior support for Geoff Davis in the 2002 

election cycle, and Mr. Davis’s strong score on our candidate questionnaire, there was never any 

question in my mind that CWF would again contribute to Mr. Davis in the 2004 election cycle. 



6 .  Quentin Nesbitt has been a supporter of CWF and other entities with 

which I am associated (including my 2000 Presidential campaign) for many years. On March 

30, 1999, Mr. Nesbitt contributed $1,000 to my presidential campaign. He made a $1,000 

contribution to CWF on September 6,2000 and another $1,000 contribution on December 18, 

2000. On February 12,2002, Mr. Nesbitt contributed the maximum $5,000 to CWF. 

7. In early May 2003, Quentin Nesbitt contacted me to encourage me to get 

involved in Kentucky's Fourth Congressional District race. I asked CWF's political director, 

Bill Moeller, to follow up with Mr. Nesbitt. Although I have never discussed the matter with 

Mr. Nesbitt, I assume he knew that CWF had contributed to Mr. Davis in 2002, and he probably 

expected CWF to contribute to the Davis campaign in 2004, regardless of his actions. I 

authorized CWF to make the maximum $5,000 contribution to Mr. Davis's primary election 

campaign on June 19,2003, approximately 11 days prior to the deadline for the Federal Election 

Commission's second quarter reporting period. A good showing by a primary candidate on FEC 

reports early in the election cycle can sometimes persuade other potential candidates that they 

would not be competitive and therefore not to run. 

8. Mr. Nesbitt never told me that he was contributing to CWF so that CWF 

would direct his contribution on to the Davis campaign; nor, to the best o f  my knowledge, did he 

say anything of the sort to any other CWF personnel. Mr. Nesbitt never asked me to direct his 

contributions to CWF to any particular candidate; nor, to the best of my knowledge, did he make 

any such request to any other CWF personnel. I am aware of the earmarking rules, and would 

not have accepted any contribution to CWF earmarked for a particular candidate. 

9. Neither I, nor, to the best of my knowledge, any other CWF personnel, 

have communicated with Family First, Milead Fund, Majority Initiative to Keep Electing 



Republicans, MIKE PAC, or Carolina Majority PAC concerning contributions to Mr. Davis's 

campaign. L

DECLARATION OF BILL MOELLER 

1. My name is Bill Moeller. I am the political director for the Campaign for 

Working Families Political Action Committee (“CW”) and have served in that position since 

1999. I have been on the staff of CWF since 1997. CWF is a non-partisan political action 

committee dedicated to electing pro-family, pro-life and pro-free enterprise candidates to federal 

and state offices. Toward that end, CWF raises fbnds to support or oppose candidates through 

direct contributions and independent expenditures. As the political director, I am responsible for 

conducting political research, producing press releases, attending meetings and fimdraising 

events, and responding to outside correspondence. This declaration is made upon my personal 

knowledge and belief. 

2. On October 8,2002, CWF made the maximum $5,000 contribution to the 

Geoff Davis for Congress general election campaign. This contribution was motivated by Mr. 

Davis’s positions on issues important to our members, CWF’s interest in this particular 

congressional district going back to at least 1998, and the competitive campaign Mr. Davis was 

then waging. In 2002, Mr. Davis completed CWF’s candidate questionnaire, scoring a 95 

percent, which showed that he agreed with CWF on 95 percent of the key issues of interest to 

CWF and its members. The average score for CWF’s endorsed candidates is approximately 95.8 

percent. As long as I have been associated with CWF, I have known Chairman Bauer to take a 



particular interest in political developments in Kentucky's Fourth Congressional District. I 

attribute his interest to the fact that he grew up in the district. To the best of my recollection, 

Quentin Nesbitt had no involvement in the decision by CWF to make this contribution.

3. On May 6,2003, Quentin Nesbitt contacted CWF Chairman Gary Bauer 

to request Chairman Bauer's support for Davis's 2003-04 campaign. Per Chairman Bauer's 

instructions, I spoke with Mr. Nesbitt by telephone to follow up on his request. During that 

conversation, we discussed several ways in which CWF and Chairman Bauer personally could be 

of assistance, including making an early contribution to discourage potential pnmary 

challengers, uniting conservative leaders behind the Davis candidacy, and having Chairman 

Bauer host a meeting in Kentucky with local conservative leaders. At no time did Mr. Nesbitt 

ask me to take a contribution from him and direct it to the Davis campaign. I am not aware of 

his having asked any CWF personnel to direct a contribution of his to the Davis campaign. 

4. Within approximately one or two days after my telephone conversation 

with Mr. Nesbitt, I spoke with Chairman Bauer about Mr. Nesbitt's request. It is likely that 

during this conversation a decision was made to make an early contribution of the maximum 

$5,000 to the Davis campaign. On June 19,2003, eleven days prior to the close of the second 

quarter reporting period, CWF again made the maximum $5,000 contribution to the Davis 

campaign. 

5 .  Given the strong campaign run by Mr. Davis in 2002, his significant name 

identification resulting from his 2002 campaign, his positions on issues important to CWF, and 

Chairman Bauer's personal interest in this congressional district, I always expected that CWF 

would contribute to the Davis campaign for the 2003-2004 election. CWF's decision to donate 

to Mr. Davis's campaign was made independently of Mr. Nesbitt, and was not the result of or 



conditioned upon Mr. Nesbitt’s contributions to CWF. In addition, neither I, nor, to the best of 

my knowledge, any other CWF personnel communicated with Family First, Milead Fund, 

Majority Initiative to Keep Electing Republicans, MIKE PAC, or Carolina Majority PAC about 

the decision to contribute to the Davis campaign.
